Each year Glory Bound Books Ltd. publishes a book with writings submitted by High
School students. They must be Honour Students to be able to submit a piece. The book is re-
leased on-line (in its entirety) and for sale. The student who submitted the piece has an option
of allowing their school, class or club to purchase the books at wholesale price and sell them
for retail price making money for their school, class or club.

Purpose of the Program

The program is designed to motivate students who are interested in art and give them a head-
start in the field by publishing their ‘works’ early.

To submit a piece
1. You must be in High School and submit validation that you are an honour Student.
(A copy of recent grades will be OK.)

2. You may submit up to three pieces per year in the English Honour Book Program.

3. Acceptable pieces:

. Art: All mediums

. May submit a photograph of a sculpture, wall mural, or any other medium

. Do not send us the original work, but a photograph copy

. Use high resolution digital camera to take the picture.
It must be greater than 400 resolution.

. We may altar the photograph in Photoshop to make it ‘print quality’.

. We have limited control over the ‘print colors’ so they may appear slightly different
from the original piece.

. You must release copyright of the piece for us to reproduce it and make it to become

part of a published book.




. Submission must be given in disc or e-mail as well as printed copy. Do not send us
the original, unless you do not want it returned.
. Discs and hard copies will not be returned, so keep a copy for yourself.

4. Selections for the 2008 book will be made in December 2007, so in order to be included
in the 2008 book, you need to mail, or e-mail your pieces by November 1st.

5. All pieces which are sent to Glory Bound Books Ltd. for this program become the prop-
erty of Glory Bound Books Ltd. We assume copyright authorization.

6. You will be notified if your piece is selected. All selections will be posted on the Glory
Bound Books Ltd. web site January 1st.

7. If you are nervous about us receiving your piece, then send it ‘signed delivery’ from the
post office.

8. Each student selected will receive a free published book if he/she is selected.

9. You may submit a piece at any time, but in order to be considered for this year it must be
received by November first 2007.

10. If you are over 18 you may sign for yourself.

11. You do not need a teacher or school authorization to enter a piece. The program is open
to all High School Students who are Honour Students.
