Basic Instructions for Patter/Print Sets

How to use Print Sets

Print Sets and Pattern Sets are designed for individuals who
have media they need to publish. They are like cook books for
publishing in that they give information which directs the cook
to make something specific. It is important to point out that the
Print Sets do not teach the program of software indicated in
the pattern or Print Set, but show how to utilize the software to
bring about a specific product. It is comparable to cooking les-
sons in that one who whips up a recipe doesn’t need to know ev-
erything about the food, the oven or the kitchen: He just needs
to know how to come up with what he needs within the struc-
ture he is given using the ingredients supplied. With the Print
Sets, you supply what needs to be printed and I tell you how to
‘cook’ it using specific software which it is created in.

The Print Sets are written in a format familiar to web page de-
velopers. It takes the reader from screen to screen using inden-
tations for clarification if structure.
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Understanding Codes

There are levels of difficulty with each of the
Print/Pattern Sets.

A word about Software: the Lasertrain Sym-

bol

Each Print/Pattern Set has the Lasertrain symbol before
it to indicate which software is needed in order to open
the Print/Pattern Set. You won’t be able to open the soft-
ware template without first purchasing and downloading
the software into your PC. Glorybound Publishing does
not promote any specific software; we simply use the best
ones for specific publication jobs. If you have limitations
of software, be aware we have several options given using
various software. For example, we have stickers using Av-
ery and InDesign. Avery software costs around $35 where-
as InDesign costs around $1800. If you can achieve similar
results using the software you already own, I advise look-
ing for the template in software you already have. Another
word on software: It is not necessary to have the most up-
dated version. Software companies want to sell software;
however often times an older version can be located and
utilized with the same results as an updated version. Most
of the templates given in InDesign are CS2. The version is
up to CS6 at this release (2017). However, I have not both-
ered to buy a new version because it is not worth 1800.00
to purchase. Like an older car; why update when the other
one is running just fine.

Trial versions can be downloaded off-line for many soft-
ware options, however note they have a 30 day expiration
and your project will not be able to be opened without the
software. If you are on a budget, it is possible to download
the trial software, make your project then save it in PDF.
A PDF is always available to open at a later time. Again,
the only problem is you will not have options to change
the original file because PDF files are frozen. If you find
yourself in this predicament, Glorybound Publishing Op-
tions for Business can open the file and make changes (for
a cost). It will be much less than purchasing the software!

Need a Specific Template?

Glorybound Lasertrain will make a custom template. It
will be designed to be used with your printer and whatever
software is optioned for that item.

Print Sets give information on:

1. Types of paper recommended for specific outcomes-
which drawer to place the paper into for the most con-
sistently reliable results. Certain drawers will not al-

low the user to fold the paper in half when the paper is
drawn from them. }

2.  What to program the computer to do which will tell the
printer how to print what you need.

3. Specific printer program elements to insure the printer
and computer are in alignment.

4. The publishing principles used in the Glorybound Print
Sets drive the printer using the computer software. The
manual presumes that the individual already has a copy
of what needs to be copied and goes to the printer,
programs the functions and looks for the results in the
output tray.

5. With the Glorybound Publishing Print Sets what needs
to end up in the output tray is new: There is no copy
to copy. So, in essence, the copier becomes more; it
enables the individual to become his own publisher.
For, when you create a ‘written work’ then program the
computer to drive the printer and gather your ‘work’ in
the output tray, you have ‘published’ your own work

and have become a publisher.

To use this book to the full-
est extent the reader must have a working knowledge of In-
Design, Photoshop, Illustrator, PDF conversion, Avery, Ner-

oStart Smart, Epson, Wasp or Microsoft Word.

How to use Pattern Sets

Pattern Sets are similar to a pattern used in making clothes.
They are lay-outs of specific items given in software options
which are most frequently used for making a particular item.
It is necessary to have the software downloaded into the
computer in order to open the Pattern Set.

The Pattern Sets (just like dress patterns) give basic instruc-
tions on best paper options, cutting and compilation of the
file to make it what was used in Glorybound Publishing. All
of the Patterns are as a result of what was used within our
company, therefore it is possible to purchase a like item and
‘copy’ the design while using the Print and Pattern Set to
obtain a similar result.

For instance, if you desire a folded calendar to be printed on
your office printer using 11 x 17 paper, you can look at Print
Set #18 and Pattern Set # 18. The Print Set gives instructions
on how to program the computer to direct the printer to pull
paper and/or cover from specific drawers, staple and bind,
and produce a similar calendar to the one we print each year
from our office. The Print Set is given in outline format ac-
cording to screens on the printer and the computer.

Pattern Sets are templates for digital publishing. We have
included several which give instruction and direction related
to file changing (blowing up and shrinking) as well as com-
mon registration needs a publishing company utilizes (up-
loading covers to Bowker’s Link when a book number ISBN
is registered).

Deleting a Master Page
1. Open the page and go to the Pages Palette.
>Click on the Master Page that you want to delete.
2. Drag the page to the trash can on the far right corner of
the same palette.

3. You can retrieve the page...if you have thrown away the
wrong page by Control Z. Or Edit>Undo Typing.

4. Remember when you delete pages in the middle of the
manuscript, the rest of the pages will become numbered
differently making the odd pages become even, etc, so it

is generally best to delete two pages at a time, or add a
blank page when you delete a page to continue to keep your
manuscript intact. Good luck.
