Monday, February 2, 2026—Presentation of Our Lord 
Forty days after the birth of Jesus we mark the day Mary and Joseph presented him in the temple in 
accordance with Jewish law. There they were greeted by Simeon, an aged priest who offered the song 
"Lord, now you let your servant depart in peace," as well as by the prophet Anna, who spoke of the 
redemption of Israel. 
 
Tuesday, February 3, 2026—Ansgar, Bishop of Hamburg, missionary to Denmark and Sweden, died 865 
A monk who helped bring Christianity to Scandinavia, Ansgar returned to Germany where he was named 
bishop of Hamburg. He is remembered for his love for poor people. 
 
Thursday, February 5, 2026—The Martyrs of Japan, died 1597 
Christianity was brought to Japan in the sixteenth century by Jesuit and Franciscan missionaries. The 
religion was suppressed, however, and in 1597 twenty-six missionaries and converts were crucified.
