L A reading from the third and fourth chapters of 2nd Corinthians.

S ince, then, we have such a hope, we act with great boldness, 2 not like Moses, who put
a veil over his face to keep the people of Israel from gazing at the end of the glory that
was being set aside. 1 But their minds were hardened. Indeed, to this very day, when they
hear the reading of the old covenant, that same veil is still there, since only in Christ is it
set aside. '° Indeed, to this very day whenever Moses is read, a veil lies over their minds; ©
but when one turns to the Lord, the veil is removed. ” Now the Lord is the Spirit, and
where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom. ¥ And all of us, with unveiled faces,
seeing the glory of the Lord as though reflected in a mirror, are being transformed into the
same image from one degree of glory to another; for this comes from the Lord, the Spirit.

Sunday, March 2, 2025—John Wesley, died 1791; Charles Wesley, died 1788; renewers of
the church

These brothers led a revival originally intended to remain within the Church of England, one

that involved frequent communion and advocacy for the poor. Except for a brief time in

America, they worked in England. Charles was also a prolific hymn writer. After their deaths,

their work led to the formation of the Methodist Church.

Friday, March 7, 2025—Perpetua and Felicity and companions, martyrs at Carthage,
died 202

Vibia Perpetua, a noblewoman, and Felicity, an enslaved woman, were catechumens at

Carthage, northern Africa. They, with four other catechumens, had defied the Roman

emperor who had forbidden conversions to Christianity, and were put to death in the

amphitheater.
