He was the Chaplain 
and Continuing Education Director at the Hinton Rural Life Center in Hayesville, NC, and served as an 
Assistant to the Bishop in the Southeastern Synod of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America.  
 
Delmer has been married to Deborah since 1974. They have two sons: Lowell is married to Kate and they are 
Lutheran Pastors serving in Albany, NY; Joseph is married to Crystal and they are attorneys working in 
Murphy, NC. Joseph and Crystal have one son, 5 year old Luke. 
 

Since “Retirement,” Delmer and Deborah are living in Brasstown, NC, near Murphy. He has served several 
interims for Lutheran, Episcopal and Presbyterian congregations in the area. We rejoice to have him with us 
this year as our Stewardship preacher!
