LET’S TALK Children’s Time

Reading Acts 2:14a, 22-32

After the Holy Spirit comes to the apostles on Pentecost, Peter preaches the gospel to the gathered crowd.
He tells them that Jesus, who obediently went to his death according to God’s plan, was raised from the
dead by God. Finally, he appeals to scripture, quoting Psalm 16:8-11, to show that Jesus is the Messiah:
though crucified, the risen Jesus is now enthroned.

2’ For you will
not abandon my soul to Hades or let your Holy One experience corruption. 28 You have
made known to me the ways of life; you will make me full of gladness with your presence.’
29 “Fellow Israelites, | may say to you confidently of our ancestor David that he both died
and was buried, and his tomb is with us to this day. 3° Since he was a prophet, he knew that
God had sworn with an oath to him that he would put one of his descendants on his
throne. 3! Foreseeing this, David spoke of the resurrection of the Messiah, saying, ‘He was
not abandoned to Hades, nor did his flesh experience corruption.’” 32 “This Jesus God
raised up, and of that all of us are witnesses.”

23 If you forgive the sins of any, they are
forgiven them; if you retain the sins of any, they are retained.” ?* But Thomas (who was
called the Twin), one of the twelve, was not with them when Jesus came. ?°> So the other
disciples told him, “We have seen the Lord.”
