Reflect and ask yourself: Which works are created by my
faith that I can utilize for brothers and sisters in Christ who
are lost? Which works are effective for those who know
Christ and will see my light shine?

Faith fuels the love that enables our Works of faith
to illuminate God’s Kingdom on earth. Allowing us to
experience it here and now, as addressed in the
Sermon on the Mount. When God is first in your life,
your prayers will be answered, so long as they align
with God's divine will.

Charging for the Gospel gives the
impression that one is paying to learn about Jesus.
When He was on the cross, do you think His
thoughts were, “"This will be a best seller”? Never. A
den of thieves profits from the Gospel; true servants
of Christ freely share the Good News as it was freely
given. 14
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The Holy Spirit Khnows How To Tithe

Regrettably, many pastors acknowledge that Jesus
fulfilled the Law, yet continue to teach tithing as though it
were a mandate of the New Testament.

Do not mock God with empty

gestures; He knows when you are genuinely ready to

repent. Repent when you are prepared for true change,

demonstrated through action.

How does one fight satan with God on their side?

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How to fight away evil, "SUIT UP"

Your only defense against evil is prayer. You’re no match
for Satan. You must wear your armor of light for
protection, allowing God to hold Satan back.

After you’re wearing your “"Armor of Light,” pray to
discover your gift or gifts from God. Sadly, few use them.
Here is a Biblical list of the “Gifts of the Spirit,” also known
as spiritual gifts.

Romans 12:6-8
1 Corinthians 12:4-11, 1 Corinthians 12:28

Prophecy - The Greek word translated “prophecy” in both
passages properly means “a speaking forth.” According to
Thayer’s Greek Lexicon, the word refers to “discourse emanating
from divine inspiration and declaring the purposes of God,
whether by reproving and admonishing the wicked, or
comforting the afflicted, or revealing things hidden; especially
by foretelling future events.” To prophesy is to declare the
divine will, to interpret the purposes of God, or to make known
in any way the truth of God that is designed to influence people.

Serving - Also referred to as “ministering,” this gift involves
providing service of any kind; it is the broad application of
practical help to those in need. “Serving" is a translation of the
Greek word diakonian, from which we get the English deacon.

Teaching - This gift involves the analysis and proclamation of
the Word of God, explaining the meaning, context and
application to the hearer’s life. The gifted teacher is one who
has the unique ability to clearly instruct and communicate
knowledge, specifically the doctrines of the faith.
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Encouraging - Also called “exhortation,” this gift is
evident in those who consistently call upon others to heed
and follow God’s truth, which may involve correction or
building others up by strengthening weak faith or
comforting in trials.

Giving - Gifted givers are those who joyfully share what
they have with others, whether it is financial, material, or
the giving of personal time and attention. The giver is
concerned for the needs of others and seeks opportunities
to share goods, money, and time with them as needs
arise.

Leadership - The gifted leader is one who rules, presides
over, or has the management of other people in the
church. The word literally means “guide” and carries with it
the idea of one who steers a ship. One with the gift of
leadership rules with wisdom and grace and exhibits the
fruit of the Spirit in his life as he leads by example.

Mercy - Closely linked with the gift of encouragement, the
gift of mercy is obvious in those who are compassionate
toward others who are in distress, showing sympathy and
sensitivity coupled with a desire and the resources to
lessen their suffering in a kind and cheerful manner.

Word of wisdom - The fact that this gift is described as
the “word” of wisdom indicates that it is one of the
speaking gifts. This gift describes someone who can
understand and speak forth biblical truth in such a way as
to skillfully apply it to life situations with discernment.
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Word of knowledge - This is another speaking gift that
involves understanding truth with an insight that only
comes by revelation from God. Those with the gift of
knowledge understand the deep things of God and the
mysteries of His Word.

Faith - All believers possess faith in some measure
because it is one of the gifts of the Spirit bestowed on all
who come to Christ in faith (Galatians 5:22-23). The
spiritual gift of faith is exhibited by one with a strong and
unshakable confidence in God, His Word, His promises,
and the power of prayer to effect miracles.

Healing - Although God does still heal today, and while
there is no biblical reason that God could not empower an
individual with the spiritual gift of healing today, God
miraculously healing people directly through the spiritual
gifting of an individual seems to have primarily been
limited to the ministry of the apostles and their close
associates in the very early days of the church

(2 Corinthians 2:12; Hebrews 2:4).
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Miraculous powers - Also known as the working of
miracles, this is another temporary sign gift that involved
performing supernatural events that could only be
attributed to the power of God (Acts 2:22). This gift was
exhibited by Paul (Acts 19:11-12), Peter (Acts 3:6),
Stephen (Acts 6:8) and Phillip (Acts 8:6-7) among others

Distinguishing (discerning) of spirits - Certain
individuals possess the unique ability to determine the true
message of God from that of the deceiver, Satan, whose
methods include purveying deceptive and erroneous
doctrine. Jesus said many would come in His hame and
would deceive many (Matthew 24:4-5), but the gift of
discerning spirits is given to the church to protect it from

such as these.

Speaking in tongues - The gift of tongues is one of the
temporary sign gifts given to the early church to enable
the gospel to be preached throughout the world to all
nations and in all known languages. It involved the divine
ability to speak in languages previously unknown to the
speaker. This gift authenticated the message of the gospel
and those who preached it as coming from God. The
phrase “diversity of tongues” (KJV) or “different kinds of
tongues” (NIV) effectively eliminates the idea of a

“personal prayer language” as a spiritual gift.
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Interpretation of tongues - A person with the gift of
interpreting tongues could understand what a tongues-
speaker was saying even though he did not know the
language that was being spoken. The tongues interpreter
would then communicate the message of the tongues-

speaker to everyone else, so all could understand.

Helps - Closely related to the gift of mercy is the gift of
helps. Those with the gift of helps are those who can aid or
render assistance to others in the church with compassion
and grace. This has a broad range of possibilities for
application. Most importantly, this is the unique ability to
identify those who are struggling with doubt, fears, and
other spiritual battles; to move toward those in spiritual
need with a kind word, an understanding and
compassionate demeanor; and to speak scriptural truth
that is both convicting and loving.

REFLECT and ask yourself: Once revealed by the Spirit,

how will I use my gift or gifts?

Remember, God’s gifts are awesome spiritual tools.
Go outside and use them for those in need! Maybe
give this list to someone that knows you and have

them circle what gift or gifts you may have!
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Gifted, "Go" Break Through Church Walls

Jesus says, "Go” outside to shine your light on the sick.
Inside the church walls, you will mainly find healthy people
who have already found Jesus Christ as their Savior.

A shy person once wrote her
testimony on a holiday card and handed them out for
others to read in their own time. Remember, there is no
formula for sharing Jesus. Pray to discover your own

unique way.

Do not say "God Bless" to those whose works are
influenced by satan. Do not follow the lost into dark
pits. We should only bless what aligns with God’s
desires.
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How to "LOVE" Your Stranger Neighbor!

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12 For the ministry of this service is not only fully
supplying the needs of the [b] saints, but is also
overflowing through many thanksgivings to God. 13
Because of the proof given by this ministry, they will
glorify God for your obedience to your confession of the
gospel of Christ and for the liberality of your [c]
contribution to them and to all, 14 while they also, by
prayer on your behalf, yearn for you because of the
surpassing grace of God in you. 15 Thanks be to God for
His indescribable gift!

one another. 35 By this all people will know that you are
My disciples: if you have love for one another.”

(Personal Note: Romans 1:26-32,

I firmly believe this does not pertain to same-sex couples.
Love is the most powerful gift we can offer one another,
irrespective of gender. When two individuals love each
other in Christ, their relationship stands apart from the
circumstances described herein. To be deemed “ungodly
and unrighteous,” one’s heart and intentions must first be
corrupted. The central message is not about the presence
of a same-sex partner, but rather whether we place the
Creator above all else—whether God truly occupies the
foremost place in our lives. The preceding scripture likely
addresses minds that have departed from moral
grounding, rather than those who are genuinely loving,
committed, and rooted in God.

Pray and ask God, how can I accept Love in different
forms

Does Jesus specify whom to love in the Sermon on
the Mount? No. He declared that love is the greatest
commandment. It should be clear that love
supersedes all. Murder is also addressed in the
commandments, yet God commanded His chosen
people at times to destroy entire nations, including
women and children. Comparing our lives today to
those times is impossible. Therefore, pray and listen
only to Jesus, for no human knows exactly what our
Creator is thinking. 33
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Stairway to Heaven

What does the Bible really teach about Heaven, and
what is Heaven’s relationship to Earth? Heaven and
Earth overlap and Jesus is on a mission to bring them
together once and for all.

The garden of Eden was the first place where God’s
space and humanity’s space were one. Read Genesis 3
and to see how these two spaces were driven apart.

God wants to live with his people, so he made a place
(tabernacle/temple) and a practice (animal sacrifice)
for humans to be forgiven so that God’s space and
humanity’s space could once again overlap. Explore
these ideas in Psalms 65:1-4 and Leviticus 4:34-35.

With all the above in mind, share any significant details
you notice about Jesus' dwelling, or “tabernacling,” on
Earth (see John 1:14) and Jesus being called the Lamb
of God (see John 1:29 and Revelation 5:1-12).

Revelation 21 tells us that one day God’s space and
humanity’s space will completely overlap. As you read
Revelation 21, see how the author describes the
tabernacle and the Lamb?

Kay Smith was the wife of Pastor Chuck Smith, the
founder of Calvary Chapel. She was a prominent figure in
the church's ministry, particularly in the Jesus Movement
of the late 1960s and early 1970s. Known for her heart for
reaching the lost, especially hippies, she was a prayer
warrior and an encourager to many.

Chuck Smith founded the Calvary Chapel association of
churches and served as lead pastor of Calvary Chapel
Costa Mesa in Southern California from 1965 until his
death on October 3, 2013. Smith left a legacy of more
than 60 years in Christian ministry, a national radio Bible-
teaching program (The Word for Today), and the
establishment of some 1,700 churches worldwide under
the Calvary Chapel umbrella.

NOTE: **Chuck and Kay Smith were devoted ministers of the
Word of Jesus Christ. While their views on same-sex
