Brandon James Sim obtained a BFA in Drama from the University of Guelph
and has been acting ever since.

Brandon has produced short films and theatre shows
including 2024 Hamilton Fringe favourite It’s Always Hazy in Hamilton, and the
hit new play Minimum. Next, Brandon will be leading the Bruce County
Playhouse’s production of Murder at Akerton Manor in South Hampton.
