REFLECTION ON THE WORD OF GOD

In the last Sunday’s Gospel, Jesus said: “I am going
away and I will come back to you. The Advocate, the
Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will
teach you everything and remind you of all that I told
you.” Today we celebrate the Ascension of the Lord. We
do know that Jesus went back to his Father because first,
the salvation of God for the human beings had been
fulfilled and accomplished through Jesus Christ. Jesus
was sent to us from God the Father. Then He suffered,
died, and was raised from death for our new life on earth.
Jesus had taught and revealed God’s plan to us through
his mission on earth when Jesus prayed to the Father,
“Now this is eternal life, that they should know you, the
only true God, and the one whom you sent, Jesus Christ.
1 glorified you on earth by accomplishing the work that
you gave me to do”. (John 17: 3-4)

Secondly, the ascension of Christ our Lord is to open
the heavenly way for us from earth to heaven that is our
ultimate and definite hope when we will be no longer
living on earth. Even through Jesus ascended into heaven
but He will not abandon us. He continuously leads us
from the faith life on earth to the true glory and new life
in heaven with him and God the Father according to his
promise, “In my Father’s house there are many
dwelling places. And if I go and prepare a place for you,
I will come back again and take you to myself so that
where I am you also may be. I will not leave you
orphan; I will come to you”. (John 14: 2-3, 18).

Thirdly, Jesus had to go back to the Father so that
through Jesus Christ God the Father will send the Holy
Spirit, the Advocate to the disciples and us. According to
His promise Jesus confirmed us, “For if I do not go, the
Advocate will not come to you. But if I go, I will send
him to you. The Advocate, the Holy Spirit that the
Father will send in my name, he will teach you
everything and remind you of all that I told you.” (John
16:7; 14: 26)

Even though Jesus ascends into the heaven to go back
to God the Father but He is always with us through the
Holy Eucharist in which Jesus is in us and we remain in
his love. Indeed, while we live on earth, we continue the
mission of Jesus that he entrusted to us since he said, “Go
into the whole world and proclaim the Gospel to every
creature”. Jesus knew that we will encounter a lot of
persecutions, trials, and sufferings when we do his
missions on earth. So, He promised to send the Holy
Spirit to us.

Therefore, Jesus willingly sends the Holy Spirit to us in
order to guide us, protect us, and fortify our faith and
hope in God so that we may overcome all worldly
challenges and evil temptations. And we are faithful to
the Lord until the end.
