make a good and right decision for their life on earth and
heaven to come. The worldly life always has two faces
for us to choose: Good and bad, rich and poor, sad and
joy, cry and laugh, sorrow and happiness etc.

Why Jesus Christ has given the Beatitudes to His
Apostles and people?

Because Jesus saw the crowd of people looking for
Him and flowing Him. So, Jesus Christ loved them,
sympathized, and had pity on them. He understood their
sufferings, difficulties and sorrows while they followed
Him. They left their jobs, business, daily activities to
follow Jesus. Jesus knew their thoughts, their worries and
their lives. So, Jesus taught them the Beatitudes in order
to empower them, to encourage and to support them; so
that, they will follow and be faithful to the Lord until the
end of their life when things would be happened to them.
As Jeremiah announced, “Thus says the Lord, ‘Curse is
the one who trusts in human beings, who seeks his
strength in flesh, whose heart turns away from the Lord.
He is like a barren bush in the desert that enjoys no
change of season.’”

REFLECTION ON THE WORD OF GOD
In today’s Gospel, Jesus Christ preached the Beatitudes
to the Twelve Apostles, disciples and crowd of people

Jesus Christ has provided us the guidance how to
choose and to make a good and right decision to gain the
happy life on earth and to obtain the eternal life in heaven
to come when He said, “Blessed are you who hungry...
