REFLECTION ON THE WORD OF GOD

Today we celebrate the Palm Sunday, the day Jesus
entered Jerusalem to suffer and die in order to fulfill
God’s will and God’s plan of salvation on earth. In the
political view, the people of Israel really expected that
Jesus Christ, who was their king came to conquer and
fight against the Roman power. Therefore, the people
glorified and praised Jesus as the king. However, Jesus
Christ is the King, but He was not the king whom the
people of Israel were expected. Jesus Christ is the true
King. The King governed people with his definite power,
the power of love. This power made Jesus Christ humbled
him-self in order to serve, not to be served, and give his
life as a ransom for many. (Matt. 20: 28) So, Jesus Christ
did not ride on the horse instead he rode on the donkey to
enter Jerusalem.

That was the reason why Jesus entered Jerusalem to
accomplish his predictions in which Jesus predicted three
times that “Behold, we are going up to Jerusalem, and the
Son of Man will be handed over the chief priests and the
scribes, and they will condemn him to death, and hand
him over to the Gentiles to be mocked and scourged and
crucified, and he will be raised on third day”. (Matt. 20:
18) And we just listened to the Gospel of the Passion of
Christ our Lord that reminds every one of us that we have
been prepared ourselves during this Lent. So, now this is
the time for us to enter Jerusalem with Jesus Christ and
walk with him toward the Golgotha with our own cross
and die with him through our death of sinful life. We also
crucify ourselves on the cross with our bad habits,
self-center, and evil pleasures besides him on the Calvary
so that Jesus will raise us to live with him in a new life on
the Easter Sunday.

Even though we may say that “Lord, I am not worthy
and I am not ready yet during Lent.” But if we humble
ourselves with the heart of the good thief, at the last
moment we ask God’s forgiveness with our sincere
hearts, remorseful repentance and true conversion in the
Sacrament of Reconciliation, we are sanctified by the
grace of God with his love and forgiveness. Furthermore,
we also pray fervently to the Holy Spirit to strengthen our
spirit and will, and fortify our power so that we may walk
with Jesus Christ with our cross toward the Golgotha
during this Holy Week.

The Holy Week with the solemn Tridium celebrations
on Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and Holy Saturday, the
climax time of the Passion of Christ the Lord, we are
encouraged to witness, to participate, and to show our
zealous love, true conversion, and vivid commitment to
the Lord with self-denial of our pleasures, sacrificial
times, and physical pains so that we may suffer with
Jesus. And at the Easter Vigil, we can celebrate his
victory over death with great joy and victorious glory.
