REFLECTION ON THE WORD OF GOD

Today we joyfully celebrate the solemnity of the
Exaltation of the Cross with the universal Catholic
Church. Cross is the very special and important symbol
for every Catholic faithful and the Catholic Church. Cross
is the root, the foundation and the source of the salvation,
hope and life for our human beings and every one of us.
In the Gospel, John strongly emphasized that, “Just as
Mose lifted up the serpent in the desert, so much the Son
of Man be lifted up, so that everyone who believes in him
may have eternal life.”

Cross is the absolute climax of unconditional love of
God the Father has given to human kind and us through
the death of Jesus Christ, only beloved Son of God, who
sacrificed his life, crucified and died for us on the cross in
order to forgive our sins and to give us the new life. As
John strongly testified, “For God so love the world that
he gave his only Son, so he who believes in him might
not perish but might have eternal life.”

Indeed, saint Paul vigorously confirmed to us that Jesus
Christ is the Son of God.

Moreover, He willingly accepted death inhumanly for our
sins and the whole universe. As saint Paul strongly
confirmed in the Second reading when he stated, “Christ
Jesus, though he was in the form of God, did not regard
equality with God. Rather, he emptied himself, taking
the form of a slave, coming in human likeness; he
humbles himself, becoming obedient to the point of
death, and death on a cross.”

Cross of the Lord Jesus Christ is our glory, our victory,
our honor and our desperate hope in our daily life of faith
and on the journey of faith on earth toward the heavenly
kingdom. When we look up on the Cross, it reminds us to
carry our own cross and follow His steps, imitate His life
and willingly accept all kinds of suffering and pains like
His and then we walk together toward the Golgotha,
where we would be crucified with Him in order to gain
the crown of glorious victory in the heavenly Kingdom.

The true and authentic Catholic faithful and followers
of Christ should welcome and embrace the cross of
Christ with deep gratitude, profound gratefulness to Jesus
Christ our Lord. We must allow the cross of Christ to be
always in us, with us and companied us every moment in
our daily life. We will not allow the cross to be separated
from us, from our life. Because, the cross of Christ is the
peak of the unconditional and sacrificial love of God for
us. Cross is the sign of ultimate hope for every Catholic
in this world.

We pray to the Holy Spirit always sanctify and bless us
with his wisdom, knowledge, courage and patience so
that we have enough power and strength to carry our own
cross and follow Christ’ steps and imitate His life until
our last breath.
