REFLECTION ON THE WORD OF GOD
Today, we joyfully celebrate the Feast of the
Dedication of Basilica of Lateran with the Universal

Catholic Church. The Basilica of Lateran is the oldest
among the great papal basilicas of Rome as well as the
oldest public church in Rome. It was consecrated in 324
by Pope Sylvester L. It is outside Vatican City and it
belongs to the Holy See.

The Basilica of Lateran was the palace of the Laterani
family, whose members served as administrators to
several Roman emperors. In the year 311, it came into the
hand of Emperor Constantine I, who conquered Rome
and defeated the emperor of Rome. Constantine I later
gave it to the bishop of Rome. After its consecration in
324, it became the residence of Popes and the Cathedral
of Rome.

The original Church was probably not very large and it
was dedicated to Christ the Savior. It had been
rededicated twice. Once was in the 10th century to St.
John the Baptist. And another was in the 12th century to
St. John the Evangelist, the Apostle. In 1309, when the
seat of the Papacy was moved to Avignon in France, the
basilica began to decline. It was ravaged by fire in 1309
and 1361. After the papacy returned to Rome, the
Vatican Palace was constructed in 1589 as the new papal
seat. It is St. Peter Basilica now. In the 16th century,
Pope Sixtus V ordered the Basilica of Lateran to be torn
down and rebuild the new basilica. And under the Pope
Innocent X in the 17th century and the Pope Clement
XII in the 18th century, the Basilica of Lateran was
completed in 1735.

In today’s Gospel, not only every church, the “Temple
of God” is built by woods, steels and concrete, Jesus
Christ also had shown us clearly that there is very special
temple which is built by Jesus Christ himself when He
said, “‘Destroy this temple and in three days I will raise
it up.’ Jesus was speaking about the temple of his body.
Therefore, when he was raised from the death, his
disciples remembered that he had said this, and they
came to believe the Scripture and the word Jesus had
spoken.” The temple of God which Jesus focuses and
emphasizes is our temple was built by the life of Jesus
Christ through his death and resurrection; that is our
souls, our life of faith, the living faith.

And Saint Paul strongly testified and confirmed us in
the Second reading, when he stated: Do you know that
you are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God
dwells in you? If anyone destroys God’s temple, God will
destroy that person; for the temple of God, which you
are, is holy.” We must be aware the words of Saint Paul
that He just definitely warns all of us in the way we talk,
the way we act, and the way we treat others in our daily
life of faith.
