Trong bai Tin Mirng theo thanh Luca hom nay, khi nhitng nguoi
Pha-ri-séu va cac kinh su, nhing ké “gid hinh” thdy Chtia Giésu c6
mdi quan hé gan giii véi nhitng nguoi thu thué va tdi 16i, va nhitng
ngudi thu thué va toi 16i lai rat thich téi lui va cing &n udng véi
Ngai, thi ho tttc gian, khong thich Chaa Giésu lam nhu vay. Nhung
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ho da [am 1an va khong mudn hiéu muc dich va st vu ctua
Chua Giésu khi dén trong thé gian nay: “Toi khong dén dé
kéu goi nguoi cong chinh, ma dé kéu goi nguoi toi 16i sam
héi dn ndn.” Chinh vi thé ma Chua Giésu da ké cho ho
nghe vé du ngon vé dira con hoang dang.

REFLECTION ON THE WORD OF GOD

Through the parable of the prodigal son in the Gospel,
after he squandered all his shares then he suffered
enormously hunger and thirst. In his desperately bearing
of hunger, he acknowledged his wrong doings and he
repented. Then he bravely stood up and went back to his
father and said sorry to him for what he had done the bad
things against him when he made a wrong choice and
erroneous decision.

When the forgiving father saw him a far, he ran out to
meet his son. He didn’t wait for the prodigal son to finish
his speech. The Father was overwhelmed with joy then
order his servants to wear him the finest robe and made
the great banquet for him. The son also felt the joy of
being forgiven and restored to a loving relationship with
the father. Both were happy to enjoy the great banquet
with delicious foods. Through the acts of the father, they
have shown us the sincere love, profound compassion,
great mercy and limitless forgiveness of God the Father,
through Jesus Christ.

However, the elder son “the Pharisees and scribes”
seemed to have reason to be upset. He did the right things
throughout his life. He worked his portion of the
inheritance, his two thirds of the property for his father.
He suffered through his brother's insulting of the father.
There is nothing that gets us angrier than when someone
we love is offended. But he let this anger control him.
Why? Because of envy, jealousy, pride and arrogant when
he said: Look, all these years and not once disobey you,
yet you never gave me even a young goat to feast on
with my friends. Then he got mad and angry not only his
younger brother but also his father. Furthermore, in anger
he mentioned again about his brother’s sins and blamed
his father to open joyful and great banquet for his brother.
He was not happy because of sentimental irritation and
frustration. A banquet is thrown, but the elder son refused
to enter. The Father who was offended had forgiven the
prodigal son. The elder son refused to forgive his younger
brother. Then he isolated himself from the banquet and
his family.

In the scripture a banquet is a way of expressing the
intimate sharing of God's life. The Elder Son separated
himself from the intimacy of his Father's love because he
refused to forgive his brother. We separate ourselves from
the intimacy of God's love when we refuse to forgive
others who have sinned. Moreover, when we sin, we
don’t want to admit our failures and sins.

Through the parable today, Jesus Christ really has
taught us the precious lesson about repentance and
forgiveness. Repent and say sorry to the Lord and others.
I have been offended and so have you. If we don't forgive,
we will end up standing outside the banquet complaining
and grousing, and separating ourselves from God's love.
