REFLECTION ON THE WORD OF GOD
In today’s Gospel, Jesus had given us the Beatitudes
beside the Ten Commandments to show us the way how
to attain the heavenly kingdom of God while we still live

on earth. Even though we have been keeping and
practicing some of these Beatitudes in our daily life, but
we do not focus and pay attention seriously when we do
it. For me, the First Beatitude is the most foundation for
the rest of the Beatitudes to follow when Jesus stated,
“Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom
of heaven.” How do we understand the poor in spirit?

The poor in spirit is leading us to open our mind and
heart of faith to recognize that we are nothing and we
have nothing before the Lord. Our life, our prosperity, our
worldly things that we occupy and we have, are from
God, belong to God and God has blessed us these things
for our life on earth. Then we humble ourselves before
the Lord and others in order to submit and surrender our
life and our will to God’s love, providence, and
protection.

Like Job, he was the rich man. He had beautiful
children, herds of sheep, camels, oxen and other things.
One day the Satan came to God and asked God allow him
to test the righteousness and faith of Job. God allowed
Satan to test him. And in one day, Job lost everything
including his children. And he himself suffered with
leprosy. His wife and friends abandoned him. But he
didn’t denounce his faith in God. Rather he humbled
himself before the Lord and praised Him, “Naked I came
forth from my mother’s womb, the Lord gave and the
Lord has taken away; blessed be the name of the Lord.”
Job did not sin and did not say anything disrespectful of
God. He was faithful to God until the end. Then God gave
him back more than what he had before.

Saint Paul testified to us in the Second reading,
“Consider your own calling brothers and sisters. Not
many of you were wise by human standards, not many
were powerful and not many were of noble birth. Rather,
God chose the foolish of the world to shame the wise, and
God chose the weak of the world to shame the strong.”
And Saint Paul himself realized these things what he just
stated; and they were really happened in his life. And it is
applicable to the world today.

As the followers of Christ and living with Christian
faith, whatever we have we may live as we don’t have
like Jesus Christ our Lord so that we can love and to be
merciful to those who are in desperate needs. We can
humble ourselves to mourn with those who are mourning;
to be meek to those who are angry and disturbing; to
forgive those who persecute, insult and accuse us with the
malice words and actions; to bring peace into violent
conflictions and hatred wars in our society, country and
the world today. Then and only then we must “rejoice and
be glad for your reward will be great in heaven”
according to what we have been doing on earth.
