REFLECTION ON THE WORD OF GOD

In today’s Gospel, first, Jesus really warned the people
of Israel whose hearts were hardened and stubborn, whom
didn’t want to return to God when Jesus said, “If you do
not repent, you will all perish as they did.” The Israelites
only saw sins of the Galileans and blamed them, but their
own sins they did not see and accepted them. As a result,
the people of Israel were exiled and became slavery in
Babylon. In fact, by the human nature, sometimes we too
have the same attitude like the Pharisees to point others’
sins easily, and we do not see and accept our faults.

Secondly, the parable of the fig tree tells us that God is
constantly at work pruning, watering, and fertilizing us so
that we can produce fruit. So often during Lent, we focus
on our need to repent. While this is a good thing to think
about, we also need to remember that our God is a God of
consolation and love. He is a merciful and forgiven God.
He is always encouraging us. He never gives up on us. He
never condemns or rejects us. His blessings and graces
are always there for us to receive.

Indeed, Jesus knows who we are. He knows everything
about us. Jesus Christ is human being. He also
experienced what we experience, but sins. He knows our
weakness, our fragility, and imperfect beings. So, it’s
comforting to know that even with all of our weakness
and failures, He will still work in us to make us more
fruitful. In fact, his compassion is one of the most
effective fertilizers around. It’s capable of feeding us and
strengthening us. It has the power to lift us out of the pain
and setbacks which we experience in our lives; and it
encourages us to take the next step forward to a fruitful
and peaceful life.

In reality, through the parable of a fig tree, we can see
that how is the patience, love, and compassion of God for
us. When owner had waited for three years to search of
fruit on the fig tree but he got nothing. Instead, the
gardener cut it down by the owner’s command, the
gardener begged the owner to allow him to take care of it
for one more year. Jesus Christ not only gives us time to
cultivate our own fig tree, but He also expects us to bear
and give fruits to God when we come back to Him.

The Lenten season that God has given to us is a chance
for every one of us to repent and to change our old way of
life in order to be renewed and reunite in God’s life and
love again on the day of the Lord’s resurrection. The
prophet Joel stated: “Return to me with your whole
heart; rend your hearts, not your garments. For
gracious and merciful is he, slow to anger, rich in
kindness, and relenting in punishment”. (Joel 2: 12-13)
Our God is the God of love and compassion, He always
longs his children to come back and live again in his love,
Jjoy, peace, and prosperity.
