REFLECTION ON THE WORD OF GOD

In Today’s Gospel, Jesus Christ strongly emphasized on
love, forgiveness and do more good things to our enemies
when he taught disciples and us: “Love your enemies,

do good to those who hate you, bless those who curse
you, pray for those who mistreat you”.

We just heard the words of God which truly challenge
us. It is not easy for every one of us to follow and practice
His teachings. It is not possible for those who have no
faith in God. People does not believe in God and does not
love God, then they mostly live with the worldly rules:
“An eye for an eye, and a tooth for a tooth.” In common
sense, the worldly people want to revenge or retaliate to
their enemies. However, there are some Christians,
followers of Christ including Catholics who lack of faith
and do not have love of God enough like the pharisees,
they do not want to follow or practice the teachings of
Jesus Christ in their daily life. They want to live with the
laws of Talion: But if there are serious injuries, you
should take life for life, eye for eye, tooth for tooth,
hand for hand, foot for foot, burn by burn, wound by
injury, bruise by bruise. (Leviticus 24: 17-22 and
Deuteronomy 19:21).

In the First reading, David on behalf of king Saul who
were frightened to fight the giant Philistine army general
went to a battle to fight the giant Philistine army general.
Then David defeated and killed the Philistine. After the
glorious victory of David, king Saul was envy and jealous
with David because the people of Israel always praised
David as the great hero before king Saul. King Saul
consistently pursued to kill David. Today, when king Saul
was too weary after a long way to pursuit David, while he
was sleeping deeply in the cave where David was hiding.
Then David came secretly to the place where king Saul
was sleeping. David could kill him but he forgave Saul
and spare his life.

The life of Jesus Christ is a live proof to us for His
teachings. He was cursed, insulted, tortured, and crucified
on the cross but he still cured the ear of a soldier. Jesus
still prayed and forgave those who killed him on the
Cross. In order to avoid the condemned hell by all kinds
of cruel revenges, horrible accusations, terrible envy and
jealousy, Jesus Christ strongly reminded us that “For the
measure with which you measure will in return be
measured out to you.” Furthermore, Jesus also requested
us to do as He said, “Love your enemies and do good to
them, and lend expecting nothing back; then your
reward will be great and you will be children of the Most
High.” So that, we may gain the life of the heavenly
Kingdom of God while we still live on earth, as Saint
Paul said on the Second reading, “The first man was
from the earth, earthly; the second man, from heaven.
We have borne the image of the earthly one, we shall
also bear the image of the heavenly one.” Therefore, we
are encouraged to live out the words of God in our strong
faith and zealous love of Jesus Christ.
