REFLECTION ON THE WORD OF GOD

In today’s Gospel Jesus strongly testifies to his
disciples and to us how He comes to the earth and what
He brings to this earth when He says, “I have come to set
the earth on fire, and how I wish it were already blazing
.« . Do you think that I have come to establish peace on
the earth? No, I tell you, but rather division.” After
listening to these words, we may think that, is Jesus the
angry God and He is contradicted himself? Because Jesus
is the prince pf peace and the king of love.

We are very easy to misunderstand and be confused
about what Jesus tells to his disciples in the Gospel today
if we do not understand thoroughly the meaning of the
Gospel’s message. Indeed, Jesus emphasizes about the
Word of God, God’s commandments, and doing God’s
will that Jesus is teaching to God’s people. The Word of
God, His commandments, and following God’s will are
the main causes to make the division among nations,
communities, societies, and families as Jesus mentioned
in the Gospel, “A household of five will be divided three
against two and two against three; a father against his
son and a son against his father, a mother against her
daughter and a daughter against her mother”.

Jesus obviously knows that God’s will and the Divine
laws are versus human laws and human desires. As
human beings, people easily incline to commit sins, to do
what they want and desire for worldly things and nothing
can stop them from doing that in order to satisfy their
flesh, their wants, and human desires. They don’t care
God’s will, teachings, and commandments. They do
ignore God’s laws because the laws of God prevent them
from doing evil things in order to gain power to control
others.

God’s teachings expose and disclose their hypocrite
acts and crooked lives in order to show off their true faces
and evil hearts. In the Letter to Hebrews, it is said,
“Indeed, the word of God is living and effective, sharper
than any two-edged sword, penetrating even between
soul and spirit, joints and marrow, and able to discern
reflections and thoughts of the heart. No creature is
concealed from him.” (Hebrews 4: 12)

The Word of God leads the division between the
faithful who follow God’s will and commandments and
those who are against God’s words and teachings. That is
the reason why those who are faithful to do God’s will are
persecuted and insulted and they encounter many
hardships in daily life. Now-a-day, we can see thousand
Christians are persecuted, put in prisons and killed in
Muslim nations, communist regimes and anti-Christian’s
authorities.

As the followers of Christ, we should set the earth on
fire of love through our word of love and action of faith
with our charitable works
