REFLECTION ON THE WORD OF GOD

In the Gospel, Jesus had shown his glory to the
disciples Peter, James, and John in his transfiguration.
After three disciples saw Jesus’ face brighten like the sun
and his clothes became white as light then Peter was so
excited and said to Jesus, “If you wish, I will make three
tents here, one for you, one for Moses, and one for
Elijah.” Indeed, all of us have the same kind of thought,
feeling and emotion like Peter. When we are happy,
pleased and thrilled then we want to hold it tight, to keep
it forever for the rest of our lives. However, God the
Father really woke up the Apostles from the temporary
dreams to the reality of life when He said, “This is my
beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased; listen to
him.” When the disciples heard this, they fell prostrate
and were very much afraid. Why they were very much
afraid?

Because the powerful voice and supreme authority of
God the Father who revealed Jesus Christ his only
beloved Son is the Lord, and He also strongly
commanded them to listen to Jesus Christ. From that
moment, they knew that Jesus Christ is the Lord whom
they did not have absolute faith in him. They were afraid
because to listen to and obey Jesus’ teachings and his
commandments were not easy to follow. The
commandments and teachings of Christ are enormous
challenges to the disciples, followers and Christians to
listen, obey and practice. Because, they are against human
thoughts, knowledges, wants and desires. As Jesus said,
“You have heard, ‘You shall love your neighbor and
hate your enemy.’ But I say to you ‘love your enemies
and pray for those who persecute you.’”

Moreover, Jesus emphasized that “Whoever wishes to
come after me must deny himself, take up his cross,
and follow me.” Listening to and following Jesus Christ
1s not an easy way to every one of us to take. It is so hard
for us to give up and to leave our comfort zones to take
challenges and rough way in order to follow Him. In the
First reading, Abraham left his family, house and
properties to follow Jesus’s command going to the
unknown place where the Lord firmly promised him that,
“I will make of you a great nation, and I will bless you.
I will bless those who bless you and curse those who
curse you.” Abraham obeyed God’ instructions and left
his comfort life and whatever he had to make a journey
with strong faith in the Lord toward the place he had not
known yet.

How about us, do we dare to follow Jesus’s teachings
and commandments during the 40 days of journey with
giving up whatever we have and get out of our comfort
zones in order to challenge ourselves to obtain our true
and better life that Jesus Christ has promised us?
