REFLECTION ON THE WORD OF GOD

Today’s first Gospel reading tells us about signs that
assures us of the day of the Lord’s coming. Those signs
are manifest today in the wars, plagues, famines, and
religious persecutions around the world. We may ask
ourselves several questions: Why do these things
happen to us? Why hasn’t the day of the Lord come
yet? When will it come? The warning Jesus Christ gave
his disciples two thousand years ago remains true to this
day: “Be watchful! Be alert! You do not know when
the time will come.” (Mk 13: 33) Jesus Christ only warns
us with these signs, which are the consequences of the
human pride, hatred, and selfishness.

Now-a-day, we see many wars that are going on in
Ukraine, Israel at Gaza, hurricanes bring death and
destroy houses and many things that makes the life of
people more miserable. Furthermore, Jesus also warned
us that, “You will even be handed over by parents,
brothers, relatives and friends, and they will put some
of you to death.

“When will the second coming of the Lord?

The answer is we do not know when our last day on
earth is going to be. Whether the Lord comes back to
earth or we reach natural death, we’re going to meet Jesus
Christ face to face. We are not vigilant in watching for the
signs that are supposed to prepare us for the Lord’s Day.
We should be vigilant always, because we love our Lord.
We yearn to see him face to face. So, we are alert to
welcome our Lord any time that He may come.

There is still time for us to prepare the world to welcome
the Lord, or die trying. Our personal preparation is to
make ourselves temples of God to be clean and tidy. We
should decorate our temples with works of charity. We
must reach out to our family members, neighbors, those
who sit besides, in front of, or behind us, and say, “I love
you”.

We must act and share whatever the Lord has given to
us with the poor, the sick, and the homeless, especially
with the winter season upon us already. They need our
sincere help, genuine love, and gentle companionship in
their desperate times.
