Va trong bai Phiic Am hém nay, mudi nguoi phong cui
khi gip Chua Giésu d3 16n tiéng xin ngudi chira lanh bénh
phong cui cho ho. Sau khi ho dugc chita lanh, thi chi c6
mot nguoi khong phai 13 nguoi Do Thai quay trd lai dé
cam ta Chiia Giésu va bay to long biét on ctia minh dbi
voi Chua. Va Chaa Giésu da dat cau hoi: Ché thi khong
phai ca mwoi nguwoi dugce lanh sach ca sao? Con chin
ngudi kia ddu? Khong thay ai tré lai ton vinh Thién
Chua ma chi c¢6 nguwoi ngoai bang nay.

Can bénh
phong hui phan xac va ti 16i phan hon déu dugc chita
lanh. La mon dé Chua Giésu, chung ta ludn to 1ong biét on
ctia chiing ta dén Thién Chua trong timg gidy phit trong
cudc song hing ngay ctia ching ta, khong nhiing bang 10i
n6i, bang tdm 1ong va ngay ca nhirg hanh dong, viéc lam
clia ching ta dé ta on Thién Chiia va biét on nhiing nguoi
chung quanh.

REFLECTION ON THE WORD OF GOD

In the First reading, Naaman, the noble man had return
to God generously not only the worldly enormous gifts
but also the spiritual gift what he never gave before, after
his leprous disease was cured. That was his absolute faith
in God when he honestly said to the prophet Elisha, “If
you will not accept, please let me, your servant, have
two mule-loads of earth, for I will no longer offer
holocaust or sacrifice to any other god except to the
Lord.” He rendered his great gratitude to God generously
from his sincere and humble heart. He was so grateful to
God with the excessive humility and generosity.

In today’s Gospel, after Jesus healed the ten lepers who
approached Jesus and asked him to cure their leprosy.
Then only one leprous foreigner went back and knelt
down before Jesus and gave him thanks with his deep
gratitude. Jesus asked him, “Ten were cleansed, were
they not? Where are the other nine? Has none but this
foreigner returned to give thanks to God?” The other
nine who lacked gratitude didn’t come back. They took it
for granted.

Through the questioning of Jesus, Jesus not only asked
the other nine lepers’ gratitude but also strongly questions
and reminds every one of us our gratitude to Him. Do
Jesus need our gratitude and thankfulness from us?
Off course not. In one of the Eucharistic Prayer is said,
“For although you “the Lord” have no need of our
praise, yet our thanksgiving is itself your gift, since
our praises add nothing to your greatness.” We can
recall into our minds and think thoroughly that: How
many times a day, a week, a month and a year we give
‘thanks’ to God and we return our deep gratitude and
thankfulness to the Lord, Jesus Christ for everything we
have received from him? Do we render our gratitude to
God generously like Naaman?

Every gift of God is given to us every day such as the
gift of life, the gift of love, the gift of family, the gift of
neighbors, the gift of knowledge, wisdom, the gift of
fresh air, water, foods, clothes, our talents and all
creations round us. And all other things you can name it
in your daily life. Do we recognize all the gifts we have
now and do we give ‘thanks’ and return our gratitude to
God and to one another and other people who live beside
you and around you?

We are the followers of Jesus Christ. We must be
strong and courageously express our gratitude to God and
to all people whom we see every day. We should not take
everything for granted. We should be grateful to God and
other people who live beside and around us for the gift of
husband wife, parents and children, friendship, and the
gift of love and life.
