Hom nay, Gido Hoi Cong Giao hoan vii mung kinh trong thé
Chua Giésu chiu phép rita. Cé nhiéu nguoi c6 thé hoi: Tai sao Chua
Giésu lai chiu phép rtra khi Ngai la Con Thién Chua va la Thién
Chtia? Thanh Maximus Gidm Muc thanh Turin da giai thich, “Chiia
Giésu chiu phép rita, khong tro nén thanh boi nudc, nhung chinh
Chiia Giésu da lam cho nuéc thanh nwéc thanh, va chinh Ngai da
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thanh tdy va thanh héa nudce khi bude xudng nudc. Chiia
Giésu dd thanh tdy va thdnh héa nudc tré nén nudce
thanh dé rita t9i cho mudn nguoi va ban on cho moi
nguoi qua bi tich thanh tdy.”

Chta Giésu la Thién Chua va duoc ban dén trong thé
gian sdng nhu nguwoi pham nhu ching ta. Chiia Giésu
ciing phai thi hanh va lam tron bon phén ton gido nhw
nhting nguoi Do Thai khéc la nhan phép rita thong hoi
boi Gioan Tay Gia. Chinh phép rtta ctia Chtia Giésu da
mo ra sy song moi cho toan thé nhan loai, dé cho moi
nguoi 6 thé nhan sy séng maoi qua Bi Tich Rira Toi ma
chinh Chua Giésu da thiét 1ap va ban cho nhéan loai qua
su chét va phuc sinh ciia Nguoi. Toi Nguyén To cung voi
nhitng t0i khac cta loai ngwoi dwoc rira sach va dugc tha
tht. Trong nghi thitc Rtra T6i, khi ching ta dugc dim
trong nuedc, cd nghia la toi 16i cta ching ta dugc rira sach
trong su chét ctia Chtia Kitd; va khi chting ta trdi day
khoi mdt nudc, thi chung cung song lai véi Chua Kito, va
ching ta nhan dugc su séng méi ctia Chua Kitd phuc
sinh.

Trong thanh L& Chuda Giésu chiu phép Rtra, Thién
Chta da té hién Chaa Ba ng6i cho mudn dan dwgc biét
khi thanh Gioan viét, “Piic Giésu ciing chiu phép rira; roi
dang khi Nguoi ciu nguyén, thi troi mo ra, va Thinh
Thin ngu xudng trén Nguoi dudi hinh chim bé cdu. Va co
tiéng tir troi phdan rang: Con la Con yéu ddu ctia Cha; Cha
hai long vé Con.” Thién Chtia Cha da khang dinh Chua
Giésu la nguroi Con yéu dau ctia minh. Vi th€, Chua Giésu
c6 hai ban tinh: Ban tinh Thién Chuaa va ban tinh loai
nguoi.

Tt khi ching ta chiu phép Thanh Tay, chung ta nhan
duoc on cttu rdi ctia Chtia Giésu va nhitng on lanh khac
tuon do trén chung ta qua bi tich Rira T¢i; ching ta duoc
goi la con Thién Chua. Vi thé, trén con duwong hanh trinh
dtec Tin mdi ngay tién vé qué Troi, tat ca chiing ta phai cd
gang sdng va thuc hanh 16i Chtia day: Mén Chtia - yéu
nguoi, va ludn luén lam dep long Thién Chtia Cha. D€ roi
Thién Chta Cha ciing sé ndéi véi chung ta nhu Ngai noi
voi Nguoi Con than yéu cua minh: “Cdc con la con yéu
ddu ciia Ta; Ta hdi long vé cdc con.”

D€ dat duoc diéu dd, ching ta hay thyc hanh 1oi thanh
Phaold trong bai doc Hai: “An sung cua Thién Chiia dd
duoc biéu 19, dem on cttu d¢ dén cho moi nguoi. An sung
d6 day chiing ta phdi tir bo nhitng dam mé tran tuc. Nguoi
ctiu chiing ta, khong phai vi chiing ta da lam nhitng viéc
cong chinh. Nguoi citu chiing ta nho phép Rira ban on tdi
sinh va d6i méi do Thanh Than thuc hién.”

REFLECTION ON THE WORD OF GOD

Today we celebrate the Baptism of the Lord. And
somebody might question that: Why did Jesus need to be
baptized since He is the Son of God, He is the Lord who
has no sin at all? I can use the preaching of St. Maximus
of Turin, Bishop to answer this question as he wrote,
“Christ is baptized, not to be made holy by the water, but
to make the water holy, and by his cleansing to purify
the waters which he touched. For when the Savior
washed all water for our baptism is made clean, purified
at its source for the dispensing of baptismal grace to the
people of future ages.”

Indeed, Jesus Christ is the Lord when he was sent by
God the Father to become a man like us, Jesus needed to
fulfill the religious law which John the Baptist, the
forerunner of the Lord baptized the people of Israel for
their repentance. The Baptism of the Lord is the door of
the new life to open to all the human kind on earth so that
people can enter and live in the new life of God through
the baptismal water in which Jesus Christ washes away
all our sins including our original sin. In the Baptism
when we immersed into the water it signifies that we died
in the death of Christ and our sins were washed away; and
then when we rose up from the water it signifies that we
rose from the death in the new life of God. That is the
reason why we are called the children of God, the
children of light and we receive the light of life.

Through the Baptism of the Lord, it manifests the Holy
Trinity: God the Father, the Son, Jesus Christ and the
Holy Spirit. As it is said: “Jesus also had been baptized
and was praying, heaven was opened and the Holy Spirit
descended upon him in bodily form like a dove. And a
voice came from heaven, ‘You are my beloved Son; with
you I am well pleased.’” God the Father solidly
confirmed that Jesus Christ is His beloved Son.
Therefore, Jesus Christ is the Lord. He is divine and
human being.

Since we were baptized in the Baptism of the Lord and
the salvation of God has come upon us. We are called the
children of God. So, in our journey of faith on earth, we
have to live and do the good things and the righteous
deeds in our daily life to please God the Father. So that,
God the Father will be pleased and acclaimed us, “You
are my beloved sons and daughters; with you I am well
please”. Therefore, we are the children of God forever,
despite of whomever we are. Through the Baptism of the
Lord, Jesus opens the door of salvation for us to enter the
heavenly kingdom of God. And in our baptism, we are
officially called the children of God with the permanent
mark of the Holy Spirit. As saint Paul testified to us in the
Second reading, “When the kindness and generous love
of God appeared, not because of any righteous deeds we
had done but because of his mercy, he saved us through
the bath of rebirth and renewal of the Holy Spirit.”
