Weather in Kenya & Tanzania: During most of our trip, temperatures in both countries will be in the
70s to 80s, with lows in the 50s and 60s. Kenya is on the equator, but the elevations are 3,000 to
7,000 feet, which keeps the temperatures moderate. In some of the parks, at the lower elevations,
the temperatures may get into the low 90s.
