MA/State plan equipment funding 

State plan covers durable medical equipment (DME)  

Equipment must:  

• Be prescribed or ordered by a medical provider 

• Primarily serve a medical purpose 

• Be reusable   

• Not be used for people without an injury or disability 

• Be appropriate for home use 

Durable medical equipment examples: 

• Hospital beds, pressure maKresses, liV beds and blankets
