Briefly describe where you will be keeping the foster pet, including how you will separate them from your own pets:
 The foster fully understands that they are to act as a foster home for one or more of the rescue’s dogs, ("dog"). The following conditions apply to the fostering of the dog while in the foster’s care and in their home: 

The foster accepts responsibility for any and all events that occur in connection with the fostering of a dog. The foster agrees to release and indemnify rescue from any and all claims, known and unknown, now or hereafter, arising in connection with the dog. 

The dog will be kept in the house or in a fenced yard on the grounds of the foster at all times. 

The dog will remain the property of rescue. The dog will be surrendered to a representative of the rescue immediately on request. 

The dog will be fed, watered and exercised appropriately. 

The foster will work with the dog, in relation to socialization, basic obedience, and housetraining, if applicable, in order to get the dog ready for a new home. 

If the foster chooses to attend events, the foster agrees to help with the event. This includes setting up, cleaning and taking down any equipment that may be used during adoption. This also includes walking and cleaning up after you’re foster. The foster dog should be clean for all public events. 

Veterinary care will be provided by rescue, including vaccinations, heartworm testing and preventative, altering and any prescription medications necessary for the dog. 

All veterinary care other than life and death emergency care and treatment require approval by an officer or representative of the rescue. The foster will be held responsible for unapproved expenditures. 
The dog is to be adopted to a permanent home only under the supervision of the rescue to a family pre-approved by the rescue. Final decision on adoptive homes will be decision of the rescue. Foster will have significant input when evaluating an adoptive family, as they are the dog’s primary caretakers. 

The adoption fee for the dog is sole decision of the rescue. 

All donations connected with the adoption of the dog will be sent directly to the rescue. 

If the foster chooses to give the dog away, keep the dog or adopt the dog out without rescue approval, the foster will be liable and accepts responsibility for any veterinary expenses incurred by the dog, including but not limited to: heartworm testing, altering, medications, grooming and vaccinations. If the foster chooses to formally adopt the dog, the adoption fee will be at the discretion of the rescue. 

Adoptive families may be contacted by the foster to inquire about the dog; however, adoptive families are to be accorded respect and privacy. Excessively casual or excessively aggressive contacts with potential and actual adoptive families are not desirable. 

Any questions or problems are to be directed to a rescue officer or representative; this includes questions involving temperament, health or possible adoptive homes of the dog. 

If there is a need to remove the dog from the foster home, the dog is to be given directly to a rescue representative. Under no circumstances is the dog to be given to any unapproved person or organization. 
The rescue and foster will be acting as the dog’s advocate. Any decisions made in regards to requirements for placing, removal or adoption of the dogs will be in the best interest of the dog and the rescue. 

Placement of power breeds in a foster situation will be determined by the rescue on a case by case basis. 

All home checks, vet reference checks and follow up visits for foster and adoptive homes are determined on a case by case basis and will be done by a rescue representative. 

Any and all special or unusual circumstances in contrast to the policies will be evaluated individually. The best interest of the dog, rescue and foster home will be taken into consideration.
