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Teacher’s Guide – Kids’ Free Verse Imagery Kit

This Free Verse Imagery Kit is designed for grades 2–4 (but flexible for K–5) to encourage
creativity, emotional expression, and poetic voice using visual cues and writing prompts.

What’s Included: 
- Welcome page 
- 5 visual prompts with themes, guiding questions, and word
banks - Writing + drawing page 
- Free Verse poet certificate

Objective: To build confidence in young writers through imagery-rich prompts and free verse
structure.

Classroom Use Suggestions:

1. Read the welcome page aloud as an opening activity. 
2. Select one visual prompt as a class and display it. 
3. Discuss the guiding question and theme together. 
4. Allow students to write freely on the lined page or within the visual page. 
5. Encourage optional drawings or poem illustrations. 
6. Celebrate creativity by sharing poems aloud or posting them on a poetry wall.
7. Finish with the Free Verse Poet certificate and let each student share a
favorite line.

Bonus Tips:

- Model writing your own free verse poem using a visual prompt. 
- Emphasize sensory words: what do they see, hear, feel? 
- Use prompts during SEL moments or themed weeks (kindness, seasons,
emotions).
