b. Clint Floyd spoke about JFS Oregon Screening Model, to make it a standard. Floyd made a motion to bring on Jackie Butera to coordinate/facilitate a standardized JFS Intervention program. Jackie would establish a resource list of mental health providers capable/qualified to deal with JFS and also some type of networking program. Jackie would utilize the IAAI as a vehicle to establish and fund this endeavor throughout the State. Seconded by Dean Marcus. Discussion from Terry Edwards about funding. Floyd mentioned office supplies, etc. No idea how much it would be. Doug McGrew had concerns about funding. Be cautious about how much money this might/could cost. Marcus approved that amendment.
