4. Financial Report   
a. Banks issue – vote for reinstatement with the State of Idaho Motion by Dennert seconded by Silva to seek reinstatement of the association with the secretary of states office.  Unanimously passed.
i. Change banks – entire state access Motion passed unanimously to change banks to a bank with access throughout the state.  Sect/Treas to explore options and go with the one who offers us the best rates and programs, with the easiest way to change authorized signers.

SFM Larsen said this would be fine as long as no monies were collected there as they would be placed into the general fund and we wouldn’t get it back.  He suggested we use the CDA office.
