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Today, the readings introduce us to the first symbol of Christian initiation: water. In the reading from
Exodus, the people, freed from slavery and on their journey to freedom, protest against Moses because they
are thirsty. The Gospel invites us to listen carefully to the dialogue between Jesus and the Samaritan woman.
They meet in front of a well that will not fully satisfy anybody's thirst. As the narrative ensues, Jesus
promises to satisfy the woman's thirst, and all who are thirsty, by offering her living water. The Samaritan
woman, accustomed to drinking at the earthly well, has lived a life trapped in a dark past. Jesus frees the

woman from her past by offering her water of eternal life.

La samaritana, acostumbrada a beber del
pozo terrenal, ha vivido atrapada en un pasado oscuro. Jesus la libera de su pasado ofreciéndole el agua de la

vida eterna.

Anointing

Anointing (literally)
is the pouring of
blessed oil on
someone or
something in a
religious ceremony.
In Scripture, the
purpose of anointing
is to make holy the
person or object
anointed. Anointing
is used in the
Sacraments of
Initiation (Baptism
and Confirmation),
in the Anointing of
the Sick (in which
both the forehead
and the palms of the
hands are anointed),
and in Holy Orders (
in which the hands
of the newly
ordained are
anointed).

Holy Orders

The Ordination of deacons, priests,
and bishops’ takes place within the
Mass. Scripture and Sacramentals are
“sacred signs by which, somewhat
after the manner of the sacraments,
effects of a spiritual nature,
especially, are symbolized and are
obtained through the church’s
intercession. By them, people are
made ready to receive the much
greater effect of the sacraments, and
various occasions in life are rendered
holy” (Vatican II, constitution on the
sacred Liturgy, 60).

The Catechism explains further that
the purpose of sacramentals is “the
sanctification of certain ministries of
the Church, certain states of life, a
great variety of circumstances in
Christian life, and the use of many
things helpful to man” (1968). The
elements of a sacramental are always
a prayer and often a specific external
sign or object like the laying on of
hands, the Sign of the Cross, or the
sprinkling of holy water.

Ordenes Sagradas

La ordenacion de diaconos,
sacerdotes y obispos tiene lugar
dentro de la Santa Misa. Las
Sagradas Escrituras y los
sacramentales son “signos sagrados
por medio de los cuales, a
imitacion de los sacramentos, se
significan y se obtienen, por la
intercesion de la Iglesia, efectos
principalmente espirituales. Por
ellos, los hombres se disponen a
recibir el efecto principal de los
sacramentos y se santifican las
diversas circunstancias de la vida”
(Concilio Vaticano II, Constitucion
sobre la Sagrada Liturgia, 60).
El Catecismo explica ademas que
el proposito de los sacramentales es
“la santificacion de ciertos
ministerios de la Iglesia, de ciertos
estados de vida, de una gran
variedad de circunstancias de la
vida cristiana y del uso de muchas
cosas que ayudan al ser humano”
(CIC, 1668).Los elementos de un
sacramental son siempre una
oracion y, con frecuencia, un signo
externo u objeto especifico, como
la imposicion de las manos, la
Sefial de la Cruz o la aspersion con

agua bendita.
