The thematic tension between darkness and light surfaces again in today's readings. The first reading
reiterates that God's people are called to be a light for all nations, and in the psalm, we sing that "the Lord is
my light and my salvation" (Psalm 27:1). The Gospel narrates a ministerial tension, for Jesus is ready to
begin his ministry in Galilee, while John is in prison for his preaching. But Jesus is committed to preach and
to heal, and his proclamation of the kingdom would become a new everlasting light, sealed by his death and
resurrection. In today's second reading, Saint Paul urges the Corinthians to heal their divisions, which cannot
exist between Christians. He exhorts them not to be divided by showing preference for certain pastors, and
appeals to their unity in the Lord through their common baptism.

La primera lectura reitera que el
pueblo de Dios esta llamado a ser luz para todas las naciones, y en el salmo cantamos: «El Sefior es mi luz y
mi salvacion» (Salmo 27,1). El Evangelio narra una tension ministerial, pues Jesus esta listo para comenzar
su ministerio en Galilea, mientras que Juan esta en prision por predicar. Pero Jesus estd comprometido a
predicar y sanar, y su anuncio del reino se convertiria en una nueva luz eterna, sellada por su muerte y
resurreccion. En la segunda lectura de hoy, san Pablo insta a los corintios a sanar sus divisiones, que no
pueden existir entre los cristianos. Los exhorta a no dividirse mostrando preferencia por ciertos pastores y

apela a su unidad en el Sefor mediante su bautismo comun.
