This central proclamation of the liturgy of the Eucharist is a prayer of Thanksgiving and 
sanctification. It consists of these parts: 

1. Thanksgiving, expressed especially in the preface, for salvation or some specific

aspects of it.

2. An Acclamation, in the "Holy, Holy, Holy" all, untied with the angels, proclaim the

holiness of God.

3. An Epiclesis, invoking the Holy Spirit, asking that the gifts of bread and wine be

consecrated-become Christ's Body and Blood- and become a source of salvation for

those who receive them.

4. The institution and consecration narrative, "in which, by means of words and actions

of Christ, the sacrifice is carried out which Christ himself instituted the the Last

Supper, when he offered his Body and blood under the species of bread and wine,

gave them to his Apostles to eat and drink, and left them the command to perpetuate

this same mystery" (General instruction of the Roman Missal, 79)

5. An anamnesis, acclaiming at Christ's command, his presence: Passion ,

Resurrection, and Ascension.

6. The Offering, of the victim in memorial, whom the Church becomes in Eucharist, to

the Father in the Spirit

7. Intersessions, expressive of the Eurcharist as the assembly's celebration with the

whole Chruch of Heaven and Earth and for the Church and all her members living and

dead.

8. A Doxolgy, expressing praise of God, confirmed and concluded by the acclamation of

the oeoole
