 Today's readings teach that God's wisdom leads us on counter-cultural paths. In the second reading, Paul writes
his friend Philemon from prison, asking him to forgive his slave Onesimus, who had escaped from Philemon's
household. Onesimus ended up in the same jail with Paul for committing robbery, had an encounter with Christ,
and asked Paul to be baptized. In justice, Paul demands that Onesimus return to his master, Philemon, but he also
requires Philemon to break their master-slave relationship and accept Onesimus, now baptized, as a brother. This
week, the Gospel helps us to understand how the Lord's cross enriches and transforms our lives with the glory of
God, as a victorious sign that forgiveness always prevails.

En la segunda
lectura, Pablo escribe a su amigo Filemón desde la cárcel, pidiéndole que perdone a su esclavo Onésimo, quien
se había escapado de su casa. Onésimo terminó en la misma cárcel que Pablo por robo, tuvo un encuentro con
Cristo y le pidió que se bautizara. En justicia, Pablo exige que Onésimo regrese con su amo, Filemón, pero
también le exige que rompa su relación de amo-esclavo y acepte a Onésimo, ahora bautizado, como hermano.
Esta semana, el Evangelio nos ayuda a comprender cómo la cruz del Señor enriquece y transforma nuestras vidas
con la gloria de Dios, como señal victoriosa de que el perdón siempre prevalece.
