A. The violent takes it by force. (Mat. 11:12) 

B. Every Man presses into it. (Luke 16:16) 

C. One must be willing to oppose their family. (Mat. 10:34-39) 

II. The Kingdom of God is always under violent attack by the enemies of God. 

A. Kingdom people must be willing to not only match the opposing force intensity, 

but we must use kingdom principles and kingdom weapons to take the land by 

force. 

B. We go into the land to take it; not to negotiate a truce. 

C. We have been trying to compromise and negotiate with the world. 

D. We are not to be intimidated by the world’s system.  

E. We were born for this hour. We have in us what it will take to bring the 

kingdom into every area of human existence.  

III. God is looking for some believers with a Caleb Spirit upon them. (Num. 13:30:14:8-

9; Deu. 1:22-36; Jos. 14:6-13) 

IV. This world system is failing. 

A. You can’t get good fruit from a bad tree. (Mat. 12:33) 

B. There is a way that seems right, but the end is death. (Pro. 14:12) 

C. Anything that is based on sin will eventually die. (Rom. 6:23) 

D. Like the natural death of the body; when it begins to die, all the body organs 

begin to die.
