
FOX LAKE TRUSTEES MEETING MINUTES




October 20, 2020
Meeting was called to order at 7:15 by Randy Pohlman, President. Meeting was held via Zoom due to Covid 19. Those in attendance were Randy Pohlman, Lisa Sandor, Darren Jeffries, Barry Lee, Mary Calvert, Mike and Anita Kost.

A big thank you to Barry Lee for setting up the link for the meeting.

Our neighborhood meeting will be held Nov. 1 at 3p.m. At the shelter house at Fox Lake Park. Please bring lawn chairs, and wear face masks. We hope to have our Neighborhood Police Officer in attendance. Our assessments have been $175. According to our indentures, the original assessment fee was $75. It was written in the paperwork, that the fees would be increased to grow with the Cost-of-Living. That would make the fee about $359.00 in today's dollars.

There are 89 liens out on homes who have not paid their assessments. There are 38 houses  that owe over $1000 in dues. $96, 000 outstanding at this time.

Lawn mowing contract was signed Feb. 2019 for 3 years. That locked in the same fee for those 3 years.

Speed bumps have been suggested and the County has said no to any bumps, humps, or dips. Nothing can interfere with street maintenance or county equipment. The Police department has lost a lot of its employees to retirement. It is hard to get someone to enforce the speed limits.

Lake was treated for the summer to keep algae down. The pump is broken and has been for some time. The cost of treating the lake is the expense for the lake.

Light in park is not working. Call was made to Ameren. They were out to look at it, but did not fix it. There is a hole by Sewer lid on Del Lago. It has been reported, but not filled. There has been lots of digging in neighborhood by ATT and Ameren.

There have been reports of nuisance houses in the subdivision. Reports have been made to proper authorities. We do have the authority to fine homeowners. Our indentures are very outdated and should probably be updated.

We need to have another tree cutting day.  November 7 would be a good time to do some more trimming. Neighbors are welcome to come and bring saws, clippers, and gloves to help clean up some areas, weather permitting.

We need to replace swings on playground. They will be $80 @ and a 6 month warranty. 

We discussed getting large boulders to put in front of our entrance sign. This would prevent the cars from hitting and destroying the front entrance.  Cost is still a factor in getting this done.

We will try to have year's meetings set up like last year, when the church is available again. Calendar will be determined later.
