Meeting was held at pavilion in Fox Lake Park. It was called to order by Randy Pohlmann, President. Those in attendance were: Randy, B.J. Arnold, Mike and Anita Kost, Steve Vila and Mrs. Vila, Darren Jeffries, and Lisa Sandor on phone.

We have had requests from outside people to rent park. Decided it was for subdivision people only. 

There are calls on various properties, as well, as our court cases on non payment of fees. Courts have been shut down due to Covid. When they reopen we can expect some action on our cases. 

Rental properties are a problem with not paying Subdivision dues. We will start sending out bills for 2-3 years behind. 

We discussed sending out letters to get rental properties stopped. We will take them door to door to get them signed. We need 75% approval to stop companies from buying houses and making rental properties out of them.

We will need to get bids on mowing contract as ours with Mathias expires this year. We need to stop mowing property that isn't ours. They will be informed where property lines are. There are a lot of shrubs overgrown in subdivision, and a lot of them are invasive Honeysuckle bushes. Trees were cut that were a problem to homeowners. Concern was expressed about fence that is held up by bushes on Karsten.

Poles on pavilion are in need of repair, replacement. They may be $50 per pole at 12 poles needed.

We have added liability insurance to our policy.

Concern was expressed about expired license plates and that is not a major concern right now with police.

Meeting was adjourned at 7:56 pm.
