Meeting called to order on Zoom by President Randy Pohlmann. Those attending were: Mike and Anita Kost, Randy Pohlmann, Barry Lee, Lisa Sandor, Daren Jeffries, B.J. Arnold, Loretta Davis.


A discussion was held about keeping Assessment fees the same. The Playground needs to be upgraded and the pavilion will need repairs. Other surprise jobs may need attention such as the 2 trees that needed cutting this winter. That cost us $1700. We will keep assessments the same until the we feel that the finances are strong enough to manage the bills.


Two trees on common ground needed to be cut. Bids were taken and the cheapest was $1700. The folks requesting the cuts were happy with the job.


We are still pursuing homeowners who are behind in assessment payments. Lisa received a summons from a mortgage company for a foreclosure on a property in subdivision. Their goal is to keep us from getting our money from the sale, and to have theirs first priority for the whole total. Randy will go to court to argue against this, and push for subdivision fees to be paid first.


We are still working on changing indentures to prevent rentals by companies. We will need to get signatures to do so.


It has been suggested that we come up with a form letter to send out when homeowners get behind on assessments. This may help to get things collected sooner. We can send out registered mail, and file a copy so folks can't say they didn't know about it.


Problem areas were discussed and we are planning a clean up day for Feb. 27 at 9 am. Weather permitting.
