What does virtual ESY look like?
Students with IEPs qualify for ESY services through the IEP team process. ESY services
focus on the maintenance of critical life skills that are unique to each student. Educators will
utilize Canvas, Google Meets, Dreambox, LexiaCore5 and various online programs to
provide instruction to students identified for ESY services. ESY instruction will be in a
blended format which will include live interactions (virtually) with teachers as well as
independent learning. Since students are only receiving their special education services,
they will not participate with non disabled peers during live lessons. Additionally, educators
will provide opportunities to “check-in” each week for parent or student questions.
