HIS WORKMANSHIP
Daily Meditation - Wednesday April 15, 2026

The Bible says, “For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good
works, which God prepared beforehand so that we would walk in them” (Eph.
2:10).

Are you aware of what books are considered to be the warfare books in the
Bible? They are the Book of Joshua in the Old Testament and the Book of
Ephesians in the New Testament.

The Apostle Paul talks about the walk, wealth, worship, warfare, and
workmanship of the believer. Let us take a very brief look at these topics.

(1) “For you were formerly darkness, but now you are Light in the Lord; walk as
children of Light” (Eph. 5:8).1

(2) “To me, though I am the very least of all the saints (God’s consecrated
people), this grace (favor, privilege) was granted and graciously entrusted: to
proclaim to the Gentiles the unending (boundless, fathomless, incalculable, and
exhaustless) riches of Christ [wealth which no human being could have searched
out]” (Eph. 3:8 AMPC).

(3) “You can be sure that no immoral, impure, or greedy person will inherit the
Kingdom of Christ and of God. For a greedy person is an idolater, worshiping
the things of this world” (Eph. 5:5 NLT).

(4) “For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against
powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual
wickedness in high places” (Eph. 6:12).

I love the Book of Ephesians because it is very powerful. Sometimes I like to read
chapters (1-3) every morning and chapters (4-6) at night, for a month. I wrote a
book titled: The New Testament Church: A Survey from the Book of Ephesians. I like to
go back and read it from time-to-time to strengthen my Spirit.
