PROFICIENCY  
Daily Meditation – Tuesday January 6, 2026 
 
The Bible says, “God blessed them; and God said to them, ‘Be fruitful and 
multiply, and fill the earth, and subdue it; and rule over the fish of the sea and 
over the birds of the sky and over every living thing that moves on the earth’” 
(Gen. 1:26).1 
 
In the aforementioned verse we learn God blesses us so we can manage the earth. 
The blessing gives you proficiency. Please allow me to define that for you. 
Proficiency – “advancement in knowledge or skill: progress.”2 King Solomon, 
one of the wisest men who walked this planet, wrote Proverbs 10:22.  Let us 
examine that verse from three different versions of the Bible. The first is, “The 
blessing of the Lord, it maketh rich, and he addeth no sorrow with it” (Pr. 10:22 
KJV). The second is, “The blessing of the Lord brings wealth, without painful toil 
for it” (Pr. 10:22 NIV). And the third is, “The blessing of the Lord—it makes 
[truly] rich, and He adds no sorrow with it [neither does toiling increase it]” (Pr. 
10:22 AMPC). 
 
Our work is in the word of God. The word of God creates faith, faith activates the 
anointing, and the anointing guides us into all truth. The Bible says, “As for you, 
the anointing which you received from Him abides in you, and you have no need 
for anyone to teach you; but as His anointing teaches you about all things, and is 
true and is not a lie, and just as it has taught you, you abide in Him” (1 Jn. 2:27). 
 
You can have proficiency in every area of your life when you do things God’s 
way. You can have proficiency in every area of your finances. God has a system 
called sowing and reaping. The anointing will teach you where to sow and how 
much to sow. With God’s system we move first. Draw near to Him and He will 
draw near to you (see James 4:8). Give and it shall be given (see Luke 6:38). It is 
called walking by faith. One of the best ways to draw near to Him is to spend 
time meditating on His word. The Psalmist said, “O how I love Your law! It is 
my meditation all the day. Your commandments make me wiser than my 
enemies, for they are ever mine” (Ps. 119:97-98).
