QUICKEN
Daily Meditation - Thursday January 15, 2026

The Bible says, “Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together
with Christ, (by grace ye are saved)” (Eph. 2:5).1

Are you rejoicing? Are you rejoicing that Jesus Christ died on a cross for your
sins and the Holy Spirit drew you out of darkness? The Apostle Peter wrote,
“But you are A CHOSEN RACE, A royal PRIESTHOOD, A HOLY NATION, A
PEOPLE FOR God’s OWN POSSESSION, so that you may proclaim the
excellencies of Him who has called you out of darkness into His marvelous light
(1 Pet. 2:9 NASB).

I love what the Psalmist wrote, “I am afflicted very much: quicken me, O Lord,
according unto thy word” (Ps. 119:107).
