She had excellent range, handled with ease, hunted with the proper pattern, stamina but most of all 
style.  
2nd Place - FC/AFC All N’s Wild Card handled by Alan Sailors from Brace 6B Lucky had a find at 14, 
40, 53 and 59. He had one non productive. A very classy dog fun to watch as we sat in the saddles. 
He had good range, handle, stamina and his style was spot on.  
3rd Place - FC Hidden Meadow’s Wyatt handled by Diane Vater from Brace 12B Wyatt had a finds at 
35, 46, 50 and 59. He ran in the hottest brace of the trial on Sunday afternoon but still had the 
stamina and endurance to continue hunting. His pattern was always to the front, had adequate range 
with so much class.
