Laws play a vital role in the functioning of society as it attempts to regulate the behavior of
 Aumans. Life would presumably be chaotic if there were no laws. Why would anyone work to earn
if they could steal from their neighbor or loot a bank without any consequences? Perhaps, the
morally strong may avoid temptations but may still be on the receiving end of trouble. The law
today is progressive and attempts to bring out the utmost good in society. They weren't created
overnight and the human urge for control and peace is evident and can be traced back to 1755-
1750 BC where the oldest written set of laws known as the Code of Hammurabi was carved on
huge stone slabs and placed all over the city so that people would know about them. Hammurabi
was a Mesopotamian king who rule the Babylonian empire from 1792-50 BC. The code consisted
of 282 laws which contained laws relating to property, trade, personal injury, family, etc. The
famous phrase ‘an eye for an eye’ is a paraphrase of the code but is also found in the Bible. It is
worth noting that the code provided barbaric punishments like death, including death by
drowning and causing bodily harm even for seemingly small crimes.

The Bible has several laws that are based on morals can deal with both religious and non-
religious matters. The most popularly acknowledged Biblical law is The Ten Commandments. Four
of these commandments are commonly found in today’s statutory laws, like the prohibition of
murder, adultery, theft, and the giving of false testimony. There are similarities between The Ten
Commandments and the code of Hammurabi. Both of the laws included topics such as false
testimony, theft, adultery and murder. The most important difference between the two is that,
the commandments did not provide any punishments in case they were not followed. The

commandments were religious laws, whereas the Code consisted of laws pertaining to daily life.

During the Middle Ages, the spread of Gutenberg's printing press allowed the rapid distribution

of religious materials in several languages and Christian morals were considered as the basis of

law in England. Since religion had a significant influence on the life of the people, serious crimes

were considered offences against God. It was believed that God would give people a sign as to
guilt or innocence in these cases, similar to Hammurabi's beliefs,

Exodus 23:1-9 contain laws about justice and mercy. “Do not follow the crowd in doing wrong.” It
states that favoritism should not be shown. It prohibits the acceptance of bribes and has laws
that are similar to today's laws of contract. Matthew Chapter 18, discusses the number of
witnesses needed to convict someone accused of a crime. Galatians 3: 26-28 declares no man is
greater than the other. It talks about equality, similar to the fundamental right provided under
Article 14 of the Constitution of India

The Bible mentions laws which are still relevant and followed in courts all over the world. Law and
Christian morals act and react similarly in the name of justice, equity and good conscience and
these verses have definitely influenced law. Morals have become an important subject of study

when it comes to law-making and this has also reduced brutalities that were once committed, as

what may be lawful may not be morally correct.
