Haze Clears
In 2020, when many were forced to avoid travel, we saw the pandemic reveal some interesting facets of nature. The air got purer and water
got clearer that wildlife started coming to the channels of Venice, the Himalayas could be seen from afar and many more. Although it is was
a difficult time, these changes showed mankind how much we have exploited and pushed nature designed by the very hands of God. Well,
am speaking of nature as Feb 2nd is celebrated as "World Wetlands Day". A wetland is an important piece of nature's jigsaw puzzle to keep
a balance, and we have a beautiful wetland at a stone's throw distance, the Pallikaranai Marsh Lands to which we will come back shortly.

Slush is Good
A wetland is a place where water is present over or very close to the surface of soil. There are different types of Weltands - Marshes
(where water is over the soil for a long time and is covered by plants), Swamps ( a place permanently saturated by water, covered by trees),
Bog (a place that is watery and is accumulated with dead plants). Wetlands are important because it helps in water purification, in
replenishing groundwater of the area surrounding it and also in stabilizing the shorelines. One of the important features is that it helps in
flood control. It is as important as a Kidney would be to the human body.

International Attention
The international day is to understand the importance of conserving these wetlands. A healthy and flourishing wetland absorbs a large
quantity of CO2 which is a major greenhouse gas. A convention was held in the city of RAMSAR, IRAN in 1971 to bring focus to wetlands,
since then a designated wetland is called a RAMSAR SITE. India has over 46 Ramsar sites. Sunderbans is one of the largest covering an area
of approximately 4220 Sq Km. The world's largest Ramsar site is in the Amazon basin which is spread across Brazil, Bolivia and Paraguay - it
covers approx. 42 million acres. The UK is the country with the highest number of Ramsar sites. 

Now that we have an understanding about wetlands let us realize that there is a marvel of God's creation right across the road from where we
live. Let's conserve this and enjoy its innumerable gifts to us. 

Buffer Zone
Speaking of floods, let's come back to Pallikaranai. These marshlands help in absorbing
the excess waters whenever the city receives excess rains avoiding floods. Very
importantly, a wetland becomes a fertile habitat for reptiles and birds, especially
migratory birds to whom it become a hatching and breeding ground. Some of the birds
visiting Pallikaranai are Egret, Cormorants, Flamingos, Purple Moorhen. There are
associations that arrange walks here for viewing these birds. This is also a hotspot for
photography enthusiasts.
