Did you know!

World Braille Day is annually celebrated on January 4th and hence wanted to share few facts about Braille.

What is Braille

Braille is named after its creator, Louis Braille, a Frenchman who lost his sight because of a childhood accident. In 1824, at the age
of fifteen, he developed the braille code based on the French alphabet. Braille is a system of reading and writing by touch for
visually challenged people in which raised dots represent the letters of the alphabet. There is no ink used.

How is Braille read?

Braille is read by moving the hand from left to right along each line. The reading process usually involves both hands, and the
index fingers generally do the reading. The average reading speed is about 125 words per minute however greater speeds of up
to 200 words per minute are possible!! In addition to education, Braille gives access to a wide range of things like recreational
reading, financial statements, contracts, regulations, insurance policies, directories, cookbooks and even restaurant menus!
Using braille, visually challenged people are enabled to pursue hobbies, read music notes, appreciate hymnals, and play board
games & cards.
