This specific verse reminds us that we can only find Peace in Jesus alone--"that in Me 
ye might have peace"--"be of good cheer; I have overcome the 

What an astounding statement He makes here! We can have Peace. We can be world." 
Optimistic. How? When we focus on Jesus--His Peace, His Strength, His Power and 
His Ability to overcome... anything! It doesn't mean the tribulation or trial or turmoil 
will be removed from our lives, but that we may still find Peace and Good Cheer in the 
midst of it. How amazing is that? 
 
Then, Paul expands this perspective in Romans 5:3, "...but we glory
