This effort will require your 



participation on a number of fronts through shared responsibilities and working groups. 



In the short term, we expect to restart our social and professional offerings. We had 



success hosting presenters and social hours in the past and we intend to build upon 



those successes. New to our offerings, will be a to-be-named segment of stories shared 



verbally from the “flight test war rooms” – a company and personnel brand and identity 



sanitized set of presentations on flight test/aviation experiences and stories best told by 



those with firsthand knowledge or, from a historical perspective.  



It would also be in our best interest to share our expertise and offerings with other local 



chapters (EAA, AIAA, SWE…), corporations and individuals. It will only improve our reach 



and our impact. I believe the experimental home builder executing their first round of 



flight tests, deserve as much of our wisdom as the established manufacturers. 



It is my opinion that we must also recognize the hard work of those who endeavor in 



some way to improve our profession through safety, innovation, integrity, education 



and acts of service. The Coastal Empire Chapter will adopt three awards that are offered 



on a monthly, bi-annual or annual scale.
