Going Deep into the Mysteries (Secrets of the Rosary Pt. II)

October is the month of the Holy Rosary and October 7™ (Father Ron’s birthday) was the feast of Our Lady of
the Rosary. By praying the rosary, we are asking the Blessed Virgin Mary to intercede for us for whatever in-
tentions we hold in our hearts during our prayer. And by meditating on the Joyful, Sorrowful, Glorious, and
Luminous mysteries, we meditate on the major events of the lives of Jesus, Mary, and Joseph. But truthfully,
most of us are only sailing on the surface when we pray the rosary. It is good to take the time, whenever possi-
ble, to go down deep into the mysteries of the rosary and not just simply name them at the beginning of each
decade.

The way that we can go deepest into the mysteries of the rosary is to pray a scriptural rosary. In a scriptural

rosary, the scriptures for each mystery are included with the prayers, and a reflection may also be included, or
you are left to ponder your own reflection. I would like to recommend any of the following books to help you
experience this method.

If you prefer to use a digital format while you are at home, in your yard, at the gym, or driving in your car,
check out the following apps for your phone. (A digital format is also helpful if you have trouble reading.) Be-
fore you know it, you’ll be quoting scripture right along with Father Ron!
