Grow Strong. in Your Faith

Do you believe in guardian angels? If not, you should! Did you know that angels are mentioned 273 times in
the Bible? And the Catechism of the Catholic Church has this to say about guardian angels: From its
beginning until death, human life is surrounded by their watchful care and intercession. “Beside each believer
stands an angel as protector and shepherd leading him to life.”

There are saints who had experiences with their guardian angels and some of them left us good advice. St.
John Bosco said, "Pray to your guardian angel. Invoke his aid if you should find yourself in any serious
danger of body or soul, and I assure you that he will help and protect you." And St. Frances de Sales men-
tioned, “Make yourself familiar with the angels and behold them frequently in spirit; for without being seen,
they are present with you.” St. John Vianney advised, "The devil writes down our sins—our guardian angel all
our merits. Labor that the guardian angel's book may be full, and the devil's empty."

So what exactly do our guardian angels do for us? St. Thomas Aquinas says that they ward off demons. Psalm
91:11 tells us they protect us from harm. “He commands his angels...to guard you wherever you go. With
their hands they shall support you, lest you strike your foot against a stone.” St. Bernard shares that the first
thing we should do in a moment of temptation is to call on our “helper” to strengthen our resolve. He tells us
to have courage because our “guardians” are faithful, prudent, and powerful. (Look at St. Peter in Acts 12. His
angel went so far as to break him out of prison.) St. Jerome reveals, “The worth of a soul is so great that from
birth each one has an angel assigned to him for protection.” Jesus himself even refers (Matt. 18:10) to
children having angels in heaven that always look upon the face of his Heavenly Father. This being true, they
can intercede for us, bring us closer to God, illuminate the truth, and aid in our salvation.

October 2 is the feast of the Guardian Angels. Be sure to wish your angel guardian a happy feast day. And
thank your angel daily for keeping you on track and moving you ever closer to God.
