The wonderful Father William C. Becker served from 1926 to 
1950 when he died a year after his 50th anniversary of priesthood. He was a kind, faithful and 
gentle soul who reached out to the entire community/county. He is responsible for the        
magnificent stain glass that floods us with meaning and joy.  February 1924 was declared     
Father Becker day. He was beloved by all the faith groups in Palatka. He acquired the        
magnificent organ and then brought in concerts for the entire Palatka community, beginning 
with the Grand Opening on Tuesday, September 9th, 1930 featuring the famed musical scholar 
John Courtnay. 
 

We give glory to God for our Baldwin Grand Piano and have invited Harry Rios along 
with Cindy & Noemi to inspire us on this festive weekend. The patroness of our diocese is Our 
Lady of La Leche. On this Respect Life Sunday, may we always recognize and honor the child 
from womb to tomb, birth to 92 and beyond.
