Met in Regular Session March 17, 2026 at 5:30 PM
Meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm, by Marvin Edison. Present were council members, Tanya Thurn, Art Potter, Harlan Lofthus, Ronald Woods and Robert Rodney. Tanya Thurn made a motion to approve the February 17, 2026 minutes.  Harlan Lofthuus seconded the motion. Motion carried, vote unanimous.
Jay Copeland from Copeland Insurance provided the council with the quote for the renewal of the city insurance policy for a total of $64924.00. Art Potter made a motion to renew the insurance policy at the price quoted.  Ronald Woods seconded the motion. Motion carried, vote unanimous.
Brian Huwiler requested a permit to sell fireworks during the 2026 4th of July.  Janet Young suggested a permit fee of $250.00.  Harlan Lofthus made a motion to approve the permit. Tanya Thurn seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
Luke advised the council of the following:
1) Advised that he had taken the mowers to Anderson Equipment for a full inspection and maintenance for a total of $4112.29. Tanya Thurn made a motion to approve the expense. Robert Rodney seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
2) Showed the council pictures of the water pump, advised them he would need to replace other parts to work with the new pump.
Jeremy advised the council of the following:
1) Advised they had 18 calls for service. To include several mutual aid requests
2) Advised that the fire department would be doing a pancake fee 3/28/26 from 8am to 11am at the Paint Barn.
Shawn Peirano advised the council of the following:
1) Advised they had 334 calls for service in January and 248 calls for service in February
2) Requested to purchase 2025 Chevrolet Truck for a total of $66696.78 which included SVS outfitting it. Harlan Lofthus made a motion to approve the purchase. Robert Rodney seconded the motion. Motion approved, vote unanimous. 
3) Brian Wyatt from SVS spoke with the council.
4) Advised the council that Officer Adney had put in his notice to terminate employment and that Sgt. Prather had also put in his notice.  Requested to hire 2 law enforcement officers.  Tanya Thurn made a motion to approve the hiring. Art Potter seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
5) Expressed his concerns for the Imlay property and the Dunham property. Council advised to send both parties a certified letter to have them attend the April meeting.
6) Explained to council about meetings with the Animal Shelter and JC City Manager.  Roger Unruh stated he had requested copies of the agreements with both Milford and Geary County, advised we should wait until he has a chance to review those before any further action. Council agreed.



Janet Young advised the council of the following:
1) Requested approval to renew the Fire Department Insurance for a total of $3350.00. Robert Rodney made the motion to approve. Ronald Woods seconded the motion. Motion carried, vote unanimous. 
2) Advised the council that certified letters were mailed out to 124 Belmont, 100 Locust and 130 E Flinthills concerning their blights.
3) Advised the council that the Spring Clean Up has been scheduled for 4/25/2026. 
4) Advised the council that the letter has not been sent to 124 Belmont yet.
5) Provided council with photographs of 116 E Grandview Dr. requested to send them a certified letter requiring them to be at the April meeting for proceeding on an abatement of the property.
6) Advised the council of a citizen complaint made by James Ores.  James Ores spoke to the council about his concerns.  City attorney Roger Unruh advised Mr. Ores that his business would not be treated any different than any other business by the city.
Ronald Woods moved to approve the February expenditures, seconded by Art Potter.  Motion carried, vote unanimous. 
Harlan Lofthus moved to approve the February financial statement, seconded by Tanya Thurn.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
